eredosia Power Station has a rich history dat-

ing back to the 1940s. Construction began in
1946 and Units 1 and 2 were placed in service two
years later. At that time the Meredosia plant was

rated at 130 megawatts. Unit 3 went into service in
1960 and is rated at 220 megawatts. Five coal-fired
boilers supply steam to these three units. Unit 4, an
oil-fired boiler that supplies 200 megawatts of power,
began operation in 1975. Unit 4 includes two
4,607,000 gallon oil storage tanks and an oil barge
unloading dock.
