	Brief Explanation: Add language to note box for the BPR02 data element in the BPR segment (page 7) and the note box for the RMR04 data element in the RMR segment (page 13) to clarify that for ComEd the sum of the RMR04 elements will not equal the BPR02 total amount when negative payments (adjustments) to individual accounts cannot be offset by the total payment amount on the day the transaction is sent. The adjustment will be netted out of the next day's 820, creating a mismatch between the BPR02 total payment and sum of the RMR04 individual elements. Add language to the Implementation Notes - Instructions for Handling Negative Payments section clarifying that ComEd nets out a negative remittance value in Day 1 from the Day 2 remittance advice, which causes the Day 2 BPR02 value to not equal the sum of the RMR04 data elements.

	Detailed Explanation: For ComEd Only, in the note box for the BPR02 data element add the following to the first sentence after ...(RMRs): "For ComEd, when negative payments (adjustments) to individual accounts cannot be offset by the total payment amount on the day the transaction is sent, the BPR02 will not equal the sum of the RMRs. On days when that occurs, no payment is sent and the next day the adjustment is netted out of the total payment, which creates a mismatch between the BPR02 and the sum of the RMR04 elements." In the RMR04 data element add the following language to the first sentence in the note box after ...remittance advice): "or for ComEd, when negative payments (adjustments) to individual accounts cannot be offset by the total payment amount on the day the transaction is sent. No payment is sent on that day and the next day the adjustment is netted out of the total payment, which creates a mismatch between the BPR02 and sum of RMR04 elements." Add the following language to the Implementation Notes - Instructions for Handling Negative Payments: ComEd: The Payment Instruction and 820 UCB Remittance Advice will be sent on a daily basis and will include all applicable adjustments as outlined in the guides as long as the adjustments are not larger than the payments. If the adjustments are larger than the payments (creating a negative remittance advice), the remittance advice will be transmitted with a zero in the BPR02.  

The BPR02 will either contain the total positive amount being moved through the ACH system, which will add up to all your detail line items (RMR04s), or zero if the total of the detail line items is negative. 

If the total of the detail line items is negative in the Day 1 remittance advice, ComEd nets out the negative amount from the Day 2 remittance advice, if the total payment amount in Day 2 is larger than the negative amount. In this case the BPR02 total payment amount in the Day 2 remittance advice will not equal the sum of the Day 2 RMR04s.
